BUILDING COMMUNITY

Dear Calvary disciples;

Thank you for the embracing welcome that you
have extended to Laura and myself as we step into
the interim pastor roles at Calvary. In the month
that we have been here we have learned much
about life here, both individually from those we
have met with and about the community life of the
congregation. In addition to providing a broad
scope of pastoral ministry during the interim, we
have been called to engage in conversation, teach-
ing and education around race issues as it relates
to Calvary's desire to be a truly inclusive commu-
nity.

| have long worked from a basic and simple under-
standing about building community within the
church, believing there are 2 things everyone
needs:

I) belonging.....a sense of belonging, being a part
of something meaningful from which identity
can then follow

2) a sense of purpose......the greatest motivator
ever is the sense that one is living a purpose-
ful life

Historically the church has required that one
"believe" at a certain level in terms of theology and
practice before belonging to a church. Hence, cat-
echism classes, or introduction to Lutheranism or
membership classes. Once there is a level of un-
derstanding or belief then one can belong. In the
same way, we often welcome people new to the
church by waiting patiently while they learn how
we do things in "our" congregation. That's another
way of saying you have to "believe" (believe in our
way) first and then you can belong.

In our time and culture it seems entirely more ap-
propriate that we invite people to belong first and
through belonging to a community then would
come the journey of building, igniting or maturing
ones faith. That's discipleship, much like the first
12 disciples: belonging to the Jesus crew first and
then learning along the way what it means.

So, if one accepts that pathway, then it is essential
that churches create an atmosphere of welcome
that allows people to belong without definition of
their level of understanding of theology, grasp of
the message of Jesus, knowledge about Lutheran-
ism or ability in understanding any of the sacra-
mental practices of the church. Simply creating an
inviting and easy to understand fellowship is the
first step in recognizing and implementing a strate-
gy and practice of welcome.

Laura and | attended another church last Sunday
evening, just to see what their community

and ministry was all about. It was hard to walk

in to an unknown place. First off no one spoke to
us until the pastor did, and by that time we were
well within the sanctuary. We passed many young
couples and families, but no greeting at all. "Where
do we sit, are we in someone's seat, what's going to
happen, should we be here?" Everyone (at this
church) was so young. " Maybe we're too old." All
these things passed through our minds.

Imagine then someone coming to Calvary for the
first time. Maybe something has happened in their
life to bring them to the door. Maybe they were
invited by someone from Calvary. Whatever the
reason, imagine them walking into an unknown
space. Then imagine they are not Lutheran, not
Scandinavian, not white, not middle class.

If it is true that everyone needs to belong and find
purpose, how do we create an expanding, flexible,
spiritual environment that everyone can step into
and feel like they belong without having to be like
the rest of us already here. Is it possible? Can it
happen? Can it happen at Calvary?

Navigators Connect the Dots

As many of you know, we got the Bush Community Innovation Grant funding for the next 2 years :

Youth have boundless energy, deep creativity and unrestricted optimism. Imagine that this is channeled in a positive
way that benefits the community. That is exactly what the new Youth Navigator Project will do.

For too long too many youth in our community have not been connected to positive programs that will develop
their talents and build their skills. The programs in the community have also felt isolated from each other. There-
fore, they could not connect youth to other programs or partner with programs that have similar goals. All this is
about to change. The youth navigators will connect the dots.

Administered by Urban Arts Academy, |0 community partner organizations and an array of support organizations
are committed to sharing resources, ideas and the youth in their programs. The partners and support organizations
will share information but the drivers will be the youth themselves. Youth from each partner organization will learn
about each other and the community. They will take their knowledge of the community and put all this together.
The youth will be navigators of the local youth programming network. They will contact their peers and direct
them to community resources. They will make the connections.

The ten partners are: African American Registry — Street Team, Boys and Girls Club at Phelps, courageous heARTS,
Full Cycle, Greater Minneapolis Council of Churches, Migizi School, Minneapolis Youth Farm, Pillsbury United Com-
munities — Pillsbury House and Theater, Urban Arts Academy, Urban Ventures and WE WIN Institute. Committed
Supporting Partners include: Bancroft, Bryant, Central, and Powderhorn Park neighborhood associations; Centro;
COMPAS; EDIT; Hennepin County A-GRAD; Minneapolis Youth Coordinating Board; Project Footsteps; SYWEG
and YIPA.

The project began in June and will run for two years. Year one is a planning year. Information will be collected,
youth navigators trained and relationships between organizations will be strengthened. A key element of the new
program is that the youth, themselves, will direct how the model for interaction and outreach is assembled. Who
knows better than the youth about how to connect with youth and what strategies would appeal to their peers? In
year two, youth will go out into the community and organize with their peers. The youth and family support net-
work in Bancroft, Bryant, Central and Powderhorn will be strengthened. Overall, 10 youth will be trained as naviga-
tors. At least, 23 organizations will participate. This project will impact hundreds of people in the four neighbor-
hoods.

Development of a successful model is important for other communities. This project has built in a rigorous evalua-
tion and documentation component. The goal is to develop a “toolkit” so that other communities can replicate it.
The youth, Urban Arts and the partners look forward to seeing our neighbors as this project takes off and to in-
forming you about our progress.

All this is made possible by the Bush Community Innovation grant we received for the initiative.

Not only is it a great safe place for all of our students’ outdoors activities, but families have the opportunity to
seamlessly have their children attend from one place to the other as our hours complement each other.

While Pastors Laura and Jerrett are here, they will be hosting Movie Nights which will involve a movie
showing and discussion. The movie nights are scheduled on Sunday evenings from 6:30 p.m. to

The movie on July 12 is “The Loving Story.” This documentary concerns a

white man named Richard Loving and his part-black, part-Cherokee fiancée Mil-
dred Jeter. They traveled from Virginia to Washington DC to be married. At this
time, interracial marriage was illegal in 21 states, including Virginia. Back home

two weeks later, the newlyweds were arrested, tried and convicted of the felony u‘;f.; Am )
crime of “miscegenation.” Two young ACLU lawyers took on the Lovings’ case, ful- g;,;

ly aware of the challenges posed. The US Supreme Court ruled unanimously in fa- i

vor of the Lovings on June 12, 1967. This precedent-setting decision resulted in .;:ﬁﬂﬁ‘l

16 states being ordered to overturn their bans on interracial marriage. This film is
suitable for adults and teen-aged family members who view it with their parents.
Childcare for younger children is being worked on.

The movie for August 2 is “Who Framed Roger Rabbit,” rated PG. Cartoon
characters are not drawings, but are living entities who work in the film industry,
and when Maroon Cartoon star Roger Rabbit is accused of murdering Marvin Ac-
me, he turns to private detective Eddie Valiant (Bob Hoskins) for help. Trouble is,
Eddie hates “Toons.” After all, one of them offed his brother, and Eddie hasn’t
been sober since. Sent in 1947 Los Angeles, the film uses classic “noir” elements:
it also makes considerable sly social commentary on racism, with the “Toon” per-
forming in a Cotton Club-like nightclub, literally working for peanuts at the studi-
os, and more or less confined to living in “Toontown”, which might easily be read
as social ghettoization.
