Calvary created a Race Equity Team in 2010 inougami ng wi tness to build oObel o
borhood and city. Since its inception the Team has engaged the congregation in conversations, book studies
public actions, and learning. During the summer of 2015 the congregation undertook significant work and
education in the area of racial justice and equity.

What i s oBlack Lives Matter 6?

After the shooting and death of Trayvon Martin, a movement was started by three African American (or Black)
leader§i 0 Bl ack Lives Matter. 6 This movement devel ope

years this movement has grown nationally and internationally.

Today oBlack Lives Mattero6 is a chant, a rallying

We, as a congregation, may not always agree with leaders, actions, or tactics of people who use
#Blacklivesmatter. Yet, as a community of faith we recognize the significance of being an ally. Some membe
of our congregation may support national and | ocs:

Black community and communities of color, but may not feel comfortable with an organizational platform. As
a congregation we do not take a stand on an organization or platform, but want to be clear on our work for
racial equity and justice in this place, the Church, and the larger society. Together we move forward and con-
tinue to learn with and from Black leaders and the larger Afréamerican community by listening and
prayerfully considering how we can be faithful as a public witness as we walk in the ways of Jesus and Jewist
prophets.

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Why a o0Black Lives Mattero banner ?

Recently we as a church community have discussed various options for a banner. There are always challenges t
any banner of public support. Yet, we view this show of solidarity significant for the following theological rea-
sons:

Listening to and Equipping our own Comnilaiti:Lives Matter has been held up by Afriéamerican mem-
bers of our congregation as a powerful connection to their lives and experiences today. We are striving
to listen to those who are present and what is significant for us as a community to learn, talk about, and
be a part of in living out our faith.

Standing with those on the Mardstesck Lives Matter is led by Black leaders who are striving to create a public
voice and witness. As a primarily White/Caucasian congregation it is our desire to follow the lead of pub-
lic leaders in the Africamerican community who have personal experience.

Creating the Beloved Commuaityts core the Black Lives Matter is an historical witness in this moment of
time to address a variety of issues affecting the Black comniiuaityl our whole society. Beyond the
Black community, Black Lives Matter strives to incorporate people of all racial and ethnic backgrounds anc
lifts up the lives of Igbtq people of color.

What does this means as a congregation and in our community?

Within the Congregatiohhere are some at Calvary who are hesitant to put up a banner because the organization/
sl ogan has been oOpoliticized. 6 As people of failt
and State; we also are well aware that our faith informs who we are and how we care for others. We ap-
proach this issue as one in which we are called to be a public witness to care for those on the margins. We
center ourselves in Jesus call.

With our Building partneiss a congregation, we are situated in a diverse area. We are home to and a community
partner with a variety of organizations which have a significant Latina/Latino, African immigrant, Asian
American, biracial, and multiracial constituency. The Black Lives Matter banner is not to diminish our connec-
tion or support for the broader diversity of our neighborhood and communities. Rather, by highlighting this
work at this time, it is our aspiration to be a faithful witness to care dfirneighbors. The congregation
stands committed to the work of the Urban Arts Academy, the congregation also continues with those work-
ing on immigration issues in our country and internationally, the congregation continues to partner with All
Nations Indian congregation and the Pine Ridge Reservation. The Black Lives Matter is one more facet of ho
we strive to welcome and engage in acts of mercy and justice.

With the Police and Larger Community:

We are a congregation that is dedicated to Jesusbod
voices using the Black Lives Matter hashtag that do not ascribe to nonviolent principles, we continue to up-
hold the principles of nonviolence. We lift this up as part of our public witness and who we aspire to be as a
congregation and followers of Jesus.

We are a congregation that engages with and supports the police in our neighborhood, city, and state whose vo-

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Council Corner

Over the last 1 %2 months the Church Council has met three times. The first meeting was a half day retreat to come
back together after sabbatical for general cheétlnd preparing for the fall. The council then met again on September
14 and September 28. These meetings were for carrying out general church business and to follow up on recommen-
dations from the Race Equity Team.

Here are items that that are of significance for the whole congregation:

9 Correspondence:
Council received correspondence that the Calvary Theatrical Production Team is on hold. The team will
reconvene in March to see where things are at and next steps.
Council received correspondence that Carole Chalman is stepping back from duties with the grounds/
gardens, after faithfully caring for them this spring and summer.

i Sabbatical Review: Executive Committee and Church council are receiving feedback from the Sabbatical Surveys
(Thanks to all who have taken the time/opportunity to provide thoughts, ideas, and feedback!)

9 Dishwasher: The Church Council approved moving forward in replacing the dishwasher in the fellowship hall
kitchen and also getting an industrial coffee maker at a special meeting in June. Mission Support asked Council to
make sure we had at least three bids for this project. The Council had received one and solicited two more. The
Dishwasher and coffee pot project was approved and installation is planned for before Octdbgyetore the
rummage sale). Funds from Florence Nielsends estat e
funds from the Calvary Café will comprise much of the funding. If individuals members/households would like to
make an additional gift, that is wonderful.

I Cemetery Plots: Calvary was gifted eight cemetery plots many years ago. An individual recently reached out to
the congregation to purchase two of these plots. The church council approved this action after reviewing current
market value and necessary steps to carry this out.

9 Building Projects:

Kurt is receiving bids for work on two of the Urban Arts offices (issues with paint and deterioration due to
water).

Andre Arsts (our contracted maintenance person) will begin work on replacinegdated steam traps pri-
or to beginning this winter heating season. He will work initially with Robert Bowers as he starts this
work.

Council will be working with the Property Committee to look at a church work day after the completion
of the rummage sale.

1 Budgeting for 2016: Council committee liaisons and chairs received the budgets and expense repedatép
for 2015 to assist them with planning for the 2016 calendar year. The proposed budgets for 2016 are due to Lyle
Jaeger, Treasurer, by November 30.

1 Race Equity Team: The Council accepted and approved the plan from the Race Equity Team for their next
steps. The church council al so approved the banner ¢
oBlack Lives Matterdé with the Calvary | ogo and name
ety of life experiences. The banners designs will be shared with the congregetion after updated by the design team.

Funding will come from Race Equity, the Memorial Fund, and individual contributions.
